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Fact sheets are published as needed to inform community members about the cleanup and closure of
Fort McClellan, Alabama. Cleanup of sites throughout the post are being conducted under the regulatory
process called the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (also
known as Superfund). In September 1999 the current mission of Fort McClellan ended with the post
being closed under Public Law 101-510, Base Realignment and Closure Act.

Old landfills investigated
and closure options to be proposed

Fort McClellan hasbegun
an engineering evaluation and
cost analysis (EE/CA) to
analyze 12 knownfill areason
theinstallation. TheEE/CA is
thefirst stepin Fort
McClelan'scomprehensive
base-widelandfill strategy to
addressall knownfill areas.
The map below showsthe
location of 12 fill areasonthe
main post. Thoughlittle
documentation on landfill
contents exists, what informa-
tionisknownisprovided onthe

back page.

Thetypeof information
sought from investigations of
thesesitesincludesin some
casesdeterminingthesize,
depth and contents of alandfill.
Itisbelieved that some of the
sitesmay contain unexploded
ordnance. TheArmy will
determineif and wherethe
ordnance may be present
beforeany other activity, such
asdrilling or sampling, can
occur.

Atall of thesites, the
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investigationswill include
sampling soil to determinewhat
materialsarepresent in thefill
areas. Sampleswill beanalyzed
for volatileand semivolatile
organic compounds, metals,
pesticides, herbicides, PCBs
and explosives.

Based on thefindings of the
investigationsand working
withthe U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency and the
Alabama Department of
Environmental Management, in
2000 the Army will releasethe
EE/CA. Thisreport will outline
the optionsthe Army will
consider before closing and
transferring each siteto other
government or community
organizations. Thegenerd
optionsthat will be studied
include: nofurther actionat a
Site, disposal of soil or site
contents, containment or
treatment of soil or groundwa-
ter. The EE/CA will be
discussed inapublic meeting
and made availableto the
public for comment before any
plansarefinalized. #
